OBTAINING AND MAINTAINING YOUR HANDICAP AT HUNTSWOOD

Welcome to Huntswood Golf Club. 

If you wish to obtain a handicap at Huntswood -

PLEASE READ THIS CAREFULLY, ESPECIALLY THE FIRST PARAGRAPH.

Obtaining a First Handicap

· You will need to play 3 separate rounds of 18 holes

· Counting all shots please mark the total score per hole 

· An existing member with a valid handicap must mark your card and your card must be placed in the competition box in the clubhouse when you finish your round after you have checked and 

signed your card
· Please submit each card individually if possible

· When the 3rd card has been submitted, you will be allocated a handicap and the handicap 

secretary will print a handicap certificate for you to collect from the club

· Once you have been allocated a handicap your name and handicap will appear on the handicap

 list which is posted in the cloakroom

Transferring Your Existing Handicap

· If you already have a handicap you can transfer it to Huntswood or keep it at your previous club being an “Away” member at Huntswood
· Whichever you prefer please let us know
· We will require your CDH (Central Database of Handicaps) number as soon as possible after you join us so we can update your handicap information and you can enter club organised competitions
CDH Number (Central Database of Handicaps)

· On your handicap certificate you will see a 10 digit number beginning 100….. this is your personal CDH number

· This number is your lifetime number, it is specific to you and your handicap and should not be disclosed to any other player

· If you should wish to transfer your handicap to another golf club this is the number you will need to do that.
Competition/ Non-Competition Handicaps

From 2014 a “c” notation will denote a competition handicap and the “i” notation will no longer appear

· Once you have been allocated a handicap you can ensure you maintain your handicap by submitting 3 qualifying cards (or 3 supplementary score cards) in the calendar year following the year of allocation or transfer of your handicap

· To be eligible to win club competitions (and for entering most external competitions) you will need to have a competition (with “c” notation) handicap

· You can maintain a competition (with “c” notation) handicap by playing in club organised qualifying competitions such as the monthly medals and stablefords.
· If you do not submit 3 cards as required your handicap will become a non-competition handicap (will have no “c” notation) and you will need to submit 3 cards between 01 January and 31 December to make it a competition (with “c” notation) handicap once again

· If you do not wish to play competitive golf but want to maintain a competition (“c”) handicap you can submit “supplementary score-cards”

Supplementary Score

· This has been developed for players who do not wish to play competitive golf but wish to maintain
 a competition 'c' handicap.
· You should play a round of 18 holes under competition conditions and your card must be marked
 by a member
· You must first declare your intention to submit a “supplementary score” card by signing into the supplementary score sign-in book held in the pro-shop. If you do not sign in the book prior to your round, the card will not be accepted for handicapping
· Please place your card in the box as soon as you have finished your round and you have checked and signed the card
Competitions

· Club competitions are organised every month

· Men – every month there are 4 qualifying competitions : a weekend medal, a mid-week medal (Wednesday), a weekend stableford and mid-week stableford (Wednesday) 

· Ladies - every month there are 2 qualifying competitions: a medal and a stableford. For the ladies 

the competitions are spread over 2 days, one day at the weekend and the other on the Tuesday
