Key Tasks:

Plan units of learning that include objectives, content, lesson structures and sequences appropriate to the subject matter and pupils being taught

Set appropriate and demanding expectations for pupils’ learning and motivation

Set clear targets for pupils’ learning, building on prior attainment

Ensure effective teaching of whole classes, groups and individuals so that teaching objectives are met, momentum and challenge are maintained and best use is made of teaching time

Set high expectations for pupils’ behaviour, establishing and maintaining a good standard of discipline through well-focused teaching and through positive and productive relationships

Assess how well learning objectives have been achieved and use this assessment to inform future teaching

Mark and monitor pupils’ class and homework providing constructive oral and written feedback, setting targets for pupils’ progress

Record this information according to the school policy

Liaise with parents to work as partners in the learning process, encouraging an open relationship built on mutual trust to secure the best care for the pupil

Seek learning opportunities outside the classroom working with members of the wider community to achieve this

Liaise with relevant outside agencies as appropriate

Set a good example to the pupils you teach in your presentation and personal conduct

Actively seek opportunities for professional development (as appropriate) and use the outcomes to improve your teaching and pupils’ learning

Establish effective working relationships with professional colleagues

Manage human resources e.g. TAs and parent helpers effectively within your class to ensure they are fully informed about the learning objectives and how to secure them

Select and make efficient use of ICT and other learning resources which enable teaching objectives to be met
