	Activity
	Description

	Fox's underground house
	Children find fox by the rocks and explore his underground house experiencing light and dark spaces. Confident children have the choice of small tunnels to wriggle through.

	Little Brown Mouse  hunt
	Learn about camouflage with Little Brown mouse and his friends, who find hide and seek really difficult. Once we’ve played the game can pupils work out why?

	Gruffalo crumble
	Follow Little Brown Mouse's delicious recipe for Gruffalo crumble with specially prepared warts and prickles, then working with classmates search for the finest mud sauce to serve the greatest pudding ever.

	Little Brown Mouse house
	An extreme renovation project as freak weather has destroyed little brown mouse's house. Children are encouraged to come up with ideas and work collaboratively to build him a new comfy home out of natural materials.

	Owl's tree top house
	Owl's camouflage is good, can the children spot him in his hiding place? Then using pond dipping nets children meet some of owl’s friends swimming around in the pond.

	Snake's log pile house
	Snake's camouflage makes him almost impossible to see but who else lives in his log pile? In small groups children go and find some of the other guests staying in Snake’s luxury minibeast hotel.

	Water Play
(warm weather option)
	Put simply children are encouraged to play both independently and collaboratively with water, squirty things, rubber ducks and buckets. Slightly soggy Nell Bank fun guaranteed even on the sunniest day!

	Parachute Games
(cold weather option)
	An exciting and fun way to get children working together on a wet, chilly day... Bear football is always a good giggle and guaranteed to get everyone warmed up.

	Adventure Play
(if time allows)
