National Curriculum Science

By the end of a KS1 day visit to Nell Bank...

All children will have the opportunity to explore two contrasting habitats and discover firsthand how animals use their senses to survive. By the end of the visit they will be able to name at least 5 animals and describe where they live.

Most children will be able to use scientific language to describe feeding relationships and simple food chains and explain that different animals have adapted to living in different habitats.

Some children will learn the names of plants and animals in two contrasting habitats and identify similarities and differences between them. They will be able to explain their observations in detail using scientific language and apply their findings to new situations.
National Curriculum PE

By the end of a KS1 day visit to Nell Bank...

All children will have the opportunity to work with a partner independently of an adult on a variety of activities.
Most children will show that they can make informed choices with regard to their safety and that of others by listening to instructions and independently assessing risk during free play activities.
Some children will be able to solve problems and show others inventive ways to explore adventurous play activities.
National Curriculum Geography

By the end of a KS1 day visit to Nell Bank...

All children will recognise similarities and differences between Nell Bank and where they live and be able to describe those differences in their surroundings.
Most children will be able to describe their journey and find where they are on a map. Some children will be able to show an understanding of the landscape surrounding them and be able to describe it using technical language how it is different from other areas they have visited.

National Curriculum PHSCE
By the end of a KS1 day visit to Nell Bank...

All children will have opportunities to take some responsibility for themselves during activities working successfully with both adults and classmates.
Most children will show understanding towards partners particularly when working independently on collaborative tasks.
Some children will show an ability to put other people’s wants and needs above their own and offer help to those who are finding a task difficult.
