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KS1 Residential 
What a brilliant way to get to know your class and consolidate learning from the 

classroom. We can accommodate 64 pupils in our dormitories for a two night fun 
filled residential lead at no extra charge by members of the Nell Bank team.

Activities can be weather/season dependent so the day will include some or all of the following...

	Activity
	Description

	Adventure play
	Pupils have the opportunity to explore the adventure playground, slither down the tube slide, climb the bouldering wall, crawl along the tunnels and swing from the monkey rings. A brilliant way for groups to experience the freedom and physical challenge of adventurous play. Play ‘til it gets dark!

	Owl Babies
	In addition to the Owl Babies story pupils have extensive opportunity to explore ideas around animal senses through a range of activities. Initially working through collaborative play children make a really cosy nest for the babies to snuggle up in while they wait for Owl Mother. They discover first hand just how good your balance needs to be if you are an owl on a branch and how useful claws are for holding on. An Owl and Mouse game helps explain how sight and sound are important to survival. Can children find their way through the long grass and escape the hungry teacher owls? 

	Gruffalo 
	Learn about camouflage with Little Brown Mouse and his friends. Find fox by the rocks; explore light and dark in the Fox’s underground house. Owl's camouflage is good; can the children spot him in his hiding place? Then meet some of his friends swimming around in the pond. Snake's camouflage makes him almost impossible to see but who else lives in his log pile? Finally follow Little Brown Mouse's tried and tested recipe for Gruffalo crumble and search for the finest mud sauce. 

	Habitat Trail
	Who lives where at Nell Bank? This activity gives children the chance to use prior learning about habitats and the freedom to explore the natural environment with minimal adult help.

	Moonlight Walk
	Starting at dusk we discuss which animals are good eyesight in the dark and why. As light levels drop children are given the chance to discover first hand that we can see quite well at night. Confidence in the dark is built as we walk through a short section of woodland down to a tunnel where we play the Twit Twoo game giving confident children an opportunity to walk a short distance independently in the dark. 

	Minibeasting
	There’s more to the woodland floor than you think…find out just how mini the beasties are in the woods as well as the occasional hibernating frog, toad or sleepy newt. Through careful observation of the creatures caught pupils are introduced to basic classification.

	Pond dipping
	Children use nets to catch and observe the creatures swimming in the depths of a Nell Bank pond and learn how many different species live in a freshwater habitat. Working in teams they carefully observe and begin to classify creatures looking for adaptations to freshwater environments. 

	3 Bridges Walk
	A walk which gives all pupils the chance to explore the local environment and learn about the Wharfe Valley. There are opportunities to cover elements of the science, geography and history curriculum. Alternatively you could view it as a lovely walk with and ice cream opportunity which is just as educationally and socially valuable.

	Waterplay
	Put simply children are encouraged to play both independently and collaboratively with water, squirty things, rubber ducks and buckets. Slightly soggy Nell Bank fun guaranteed even on the sunniest day!
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
