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UKS2 Residential 
What a brilliant way to get to know your class and consolidate learning from 
the classroom. We can accommodate 64 pupils in our dormitories for a two 
night fun filled residential lead at no extra charge by members of the Nell 
Bank team.

Activities can be weather dependent so the day will include some or all of the following...

	Activity
	Description

	Adventure play
	Pupils have the opportunity to explore the adventure playground, slither down the tube slide, climb the bouldering wall, crawl along the tunnels and swing from the monkey rings. A brilliant way for groups to experience the freedom and physical challenge of adventurous play. 

	Custard crossing
	Classic crossing the gap exercise with planks and piranhas which is never as simple as it first appears. Communication and anticipation is key but the linear nature of the activity makes communication difficult.

	Den building and Survival scavenger hunt
	Using natural materials pupils work in teams to build a shelter capable of keeping the wind and rain out and discover first-hand how tricky it is to make a weather proof home. Children then have the freedom to forage natures supermarket looking for useful materials that will help them survive; flint, wild boar, kindling etc. 

	Duck Rescue
	Coordination, communication and cooperation are vital to keep the team dry and get those ducks to safety. A fun way for children to explore and experiment with key team skills.

	Ilkley Moor Walk 

(separate risk assessment)
	A lovely circular walk from Nell Bank along the Riverside path, past the Roman fort, through the Victorian pleasure garden and on to Ilkley Moor, White Wells, Rocky Valley and The Cow and Calf. A very relaxed, sociable experience with fantastic views and a well deserved ice cream at the Riverside Café.

	Magic carpet
	Accessible and fully inclusive crossing the gap exercise all you need to do is learn to fly the magic carpet across the chocolate swamp. This activity encourages good communication, coordination and helps children recognise when to support their team mates.

	Nellbanian Mountains
	Having completed several teamwork challenges pupils have to conquer the physical challenge of the Nellbanian Mountains together and get to HMS Nellie, the only way off the Island of Nellbania. With no food on board for the journey home teams have to work together to carry supplies avoiding the shark infested toxic waste. 

	Orienteering
	Using prior learning about compass direction, pupils learn to read a map of the Nell Bank site and in teams of two use it to locate orienteering markers.  This is a great introduction to navigating in a less familiar setting and as preparation for the more technical woods orienteering courses.

	Orienteering woods
	Children are challenged by the changes in scale and distance to be covered. The introduction of contours and ‘wilder’ terrain gives pupils the opportunity to work together as a team and make informed route choices based on map reading and the landscape surrounding them. 

	Save the Species
	Save the Giant Nellbanian Frog and Bear from extinction by feeding them from the Nellbanian berry bush. Sounds easy until pupils discover that they live at the bottom of a toxic glacier and the only way to get to them is using the safety skis which can only be operated with a partner. 
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
